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Cerrejón is not only committed to the national and 
regional tax contribution, but also to the wellbeing of 
the communities of the region. Its great contribution 
on matters of royalties and compensations, paid to 
the Nation and to regional entities, which reached 
$593.684 billion pesos in the year 2009, has allowed 
for the implementation of important social projects 
and better life conditions for the people of La Guajira. 
These resources have the potential of driving the 
economic and social development of the department 
and of the municipalities closest to the operation of 
Cerrejón.

The majority of the royalties and compensations 
received were destined, in conformity with the 
corresponding legal framework, to reach better levels 
of coverage in matters of health, basic education, 
drinking water, and sewage systems. Aware of the 
importance given by Cerrejón to an adequate and 
transparent allocation of the royalty resources to 
investment projects for the benefit of the most 
underprivileged social sectors, the Cerrejón Foundation 
for the Institutional Strengthening of La Guajira carries 
out several programs that promote the efficient 
investment of royalties and other public sources of 
funding by regional entities, as well as the application 
of accountability and civic oversight mechanisms by 

communities interested in guaranteeing transparency 
in the use of these resources.
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
