Cerrejon Water Foundation reached 7.277 rural indigenous
people through water supply solutions:
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70 rural families began a learning process on how to implement
sustainable livelihood practices, protecting the fragile ecosystems
and water resource in Paladines creek basin, Hatonuevo.

Solar Disinfection System —SODIS— began to be implemented as
a learning experience in Kamisuchiwo>u school, Media Luna,
evidencing the need to improve water use, sanitation and hygiene
practices of 800 pupils and 30 teachers.

Goals 2010

At least 8.000 rural people benefited with minimum 5 water supply projects.

Around 400 rural wayuu located in the northern part of La Guajira will
benefit from a sustainability scheme for a freshwater reservoir.

200 members of the rural communities will be trained on an integrated
approach in water handling, sanitation and hygiene practices.

100% of Kamisuchiwo>u’s pupils and teachers will use solar disinfection to
purify water and will participate in the design and improvement of sanitation
facilities.

15% of the social investment of the Foundation will come from donations
different from Cerrejon.

Water Foundation will be consulted in the allocation of water and sanitation
budgets, particularly for rural areas in La Guajira.
